Aims of this Policy

This art policy aims to provide staff with a clear understanding of all the areas they will need in order to deliver a high quality art curriculum. Key areas will include assessment, resources and skill building.

It aims:

· To highlight the importance of an enriched art curriculum in building curious artists.
· To provide staff with guidance on delivering art successfully.

· To raise the profile of art within school through discussion at meetings and monitoring of the policy aims.

· To ensure children make progress and build on the skills they have learnt in previous years, including transferring the skills learnt in Maths and English.

· To make the responsibilities of staff, pupils and parents clear.

· The bespoke New Village art curriculum is a knowledge rich curriculum. Knowledge, in the realm of art means knowledge not only of artists, designers, architects and their work, but of the artistic concepts that relate to their work shown in different types and styles of art, how these relate to each other in a historical context and how this affects the children’s own use of materials and development of skills. The curriculum is designed to enable children to learn by making connections between the work of artists, architects and designers (which they study critically) and their own work, which they evaluate and relate back to the works they have studied. This process is cyclical. For children following the curriculum, becoming informed about the subject discipline of art is a process that takes place alongside a growing love for the subject. Meaningful opportunities for self-expression and individual response are woven through the curriculum, giving children space to learn who they are as an artist. 
· The overall scheme of the curriculum provides for gradual progression in terms of skills (split into painting, drawing, 3D form, collage, textiles, printmaking and mixed media), introducing the children to as diverse a range of materials as possible. It also provides for progression in terms of knowledge of different concepts and types of art.  The structure of the planning also provides for progression in terms of process in art, both in terms of critical analysis of others’ art and the necessary observation, exploration and evaluation needed for the children to create their own art. 
	· Units of work in the curriculum focus on the different concepts in art and different types of art. In this context concepts in art means the different elements of art (line, shape, colour, tone, form, space, visual texture and tone), how an artist combines these elements and produces art in different styles, for example realistic or abstract art. Different types of art means the different media used to make art (e.g. sculpture, architecture or painting), different subject matter (e.g. portraits, landscapes or history painting) and different artistic movements, historical periods or geographical cultures (e.g. impressionism, Egyptian art and Chinese painting).  
· Activities children are directed to undertake in lessons are designed with an eye to the importance of learning and practising process. These activities include verbal and written observations and observational, analytical and imaginative drawing activities in key stage 1, leading to the process of independent investigation, observation, annotation, sketching, design and planning (allowing the children to experiment and invent) by the end of key stage 2. Independent and investigative study and the understanding of process is particularly provided for in the units which conclude the year for years 5 and 6.

Responsibilities

Senior Leadership Team will:

· Meet with the Art Coordinator to discuss progression and assessment.

· Oversee the Art Policy linked with the School Development Plan.

Subject Coordinator will:

· Provide guidance for teachers and support staff to improve the quality and consistency of teaching a bespoke New Village Curriculum
· Monitor medium term and long term planning to ensure curriculum coverage is achieved across all Key Stages.

· Carryout drop-ins to ensure that art is being taught weekly and is being taught to a standard of good or better.

· Monitor the progress of children through book scrutiny and assessment data.

· Report to the SLT and discuss next steps for the school.

· Review this policy at least yearly.

Teachers will:

· Give children the opportunity to experience good quality art lessons weekly.

· Assess children at the end of each topic.
· Formatively assess within art lessons and change lessons and planning accordingly.

· Make all documentation associated with art available to support staff, allowing them to be confident in delivering high quality teaching to the children.

· Ensure basic skills are transferred from Writing and Maths sessions into Art Sessions.

· Be responsible for their own professional reading, research and development.

· Provide identified data and books for monitoring when requested by the SLT or subject leader.
Support Staff will:

· Make sure that the bespoke New Village Curriculum planning received by the teacher is read and understood.

· Feedback to the teacher regarding assessment within a session.

· Ensure that all children are transferring basic skills learnt in Maths and English lessons into their art learning.

· Attend any necessary training provided by the school.

· Be responsible for identifying their own professional development needs, reading and research.

Pupils will:

· Show determination, resilience, curiosity, creativity, tolerance and cooperation in their approach to art learning.

· Have high expectations of themselves by presenting their work to a high standard.

Parents will:

· Give children opportunities to complete any work set by teachers at home.

· Support their children and encourage their success.

PEDAGOGY

In art, like all other subjects, we recognise the importance of the methods and practice of teaching (the pedagogy) we choose to use in enabling pupils to know more, understand more and remember more.  In art, the following approaches will be used, and be evident in pupil discussion, observations and work in books, in order to ensure that the learning opportunities and skill development are as effective as possible and that pupils progress throughout the year and across year groups during their art experiences in school:

PLANNING – Y1-6
Long Term Plans – Progression of skills and long term plans are taken from the New Village Scheme of work 
Short term plans (if relevant) 
· Encourage the use of talk partners and feature discussions and explanation as children are encouraged to explore their own and others’ ideas, as an essential part of the learning process. Pupils will be encouraged to ask, as well as answer, mathematical questions.
· Encourage independent learning whenever appropriate.

· Provide the mathematical challenge through tasks and questioning which provides depth for all pupils 
· Provide variation to broaden the children’s exposure to the learning objectives in a wide range of context to ensure deeper understanding of concepts.
· Differentiate the teaching, questioning and level of support so that the children are all working towards the same learning objective appropriate to their age group.
· Ensure that all the art equipment that could and might be used is available for the pupils. The pupils will decide what equipment they might use to tackle the challenge and will collect these resources as needed. This will encourage the pupils to think through the process of solving the challenge or problem and minimise wasted learning time. 

Class teachers are responsible for the content of the sessions although they may be delivered by a different teacher, HLTA or TA. Should a teacher not teach an art lesson (perhaps due to PPA or professional development opportunities), the class teacher remains responsible for the effective delivery of the learning outcomes and must ensure sufficient time for the person covering to become familiar with the planning and expectations for the lesson.

Similarly, the class teacher is responsible for ensuring that those pupils who display a particular gift for art or/and achieve at a level higher than expected for their age are appropriately challenged and supported to maximise their progress. This will include the provision of different, more appropriate work rather than ‘differentiation by exhaustion’ whereby pupils are simply expected to do more of the same.

ADAPTATION
The large majority of pupils progress through the curriculum content at the same pace. Adaptation is achieved by emphasising deep knowledge and through individual support and intervention. The questioning and scaffolding individual pupils receive in class, as they work through problems, will differ and pupils who grasp concepts rapidly are challenged through more demanding problems which deepen their knowledge further.

Formative assessment should be used through the lesson to identify children who need support or challenge.  Challenge can be achieved through more demanding problems which deepen their knowledge of the same content. Pupils’ difficulties and misconceptions are identified and addressed with rapid intervention – commonly through individual or small group support later the same day: there are very few “closing the gap” strategies, because there are very few gaps to close.

VOCABULARY AND ORACY

Good spoken language skills are important for all pupils to achieve their very best.  At Bentley New Village Primary School, we focus on the importance of language, understanding and spoken word to ensure that communication for our children is as easy, effective and enjoyable as possible.  All children will be provided with opportunities to learn new words, to understand their meanings and use them in context through written and spoken activities.  Language development is a key focus for our children in ALL AREAS of the curriculum and the focus is to provide language to equip them for their future.

INCLUSION

Within most class groupings, there may be children who are working significantly above or below the level of their peers.  The learning objective must be differentiated to take into account their bespoke BNVP APP targets ensuring challenge so that individual progress is made.   Reasonable adjustments can be made to their tasks or level of support.  Advice can be sought from the school’s SENCO where applicable.
Children with SEN are be supported to access art through focused provision mapping and appropriate targets on Support Plans.
EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE (EYFS)
Art teaching in EYFS begins with a focused adult-led session with direct teacher input and has high language expectations. The teacher and TA model the Talk Task for pupils. Adults then plan the indoor / outdoor continuous provision to enable pupils to explore the key learning from the unit through child-initiated play throughout the indoor and outdoor provision.
LEARNING ENVIRONMENT
Pupils’ work displayed in classrooms will be used to encourage a positive attitude and enthusiasm towards the arts.  All classrooms have access to an interactive whiteboard.  This should be incorporated into most art lessons.  

Progression in skills from EYFS to Year 6 can be observed in the work displayed in the KS1 Hall. The type of work will change throughout the year to exhibit different mediums used and how skills have become more controlled and refined.  
ASSESSMENT

Children are set individual targets at the beginning of each year and progress towards them is regularly reviewed, each term, throughout the year. 

	Formative Assessment (AfL) - (monitoring children’s learning)
	Summative Assessment – (evaluating children’s learning)

	Assessment is an integral and continuous part of the teaching and learning process at New Village and much of it is done informally as part of each teacher’s day-to-day work. 
Teachers integrate the use of formative assessment strategies such as: 
· effective questioning 
· clear learning objectives
· the use of success criteria
· effective feedback and response in their teaching 

· observing children participating in activities. 
Findings from these types of assessment are used to inform same day interventions, challenge and future planning.  Planning should be annotated and those who need more support, must be identified on plans through use of AfL This plan, assess, review cycle ensures that misconceptions are identified and steps are put in place to support these learners.  
From this information, staff plan the next steps to learning.  Staff must ensure children have a solid basis of that aspect of learning before moving onto new concepts.  Do not move on until most children do.  For those who do not have this solid basis, then interventions in small groups should be used to ensure they do.  For those who securely understand the concepts, ensure children can use and demonstrate the skills in a wide variety of contexts and problems (greater depth).  
	We use half termly assessments as a way of recording children’s progress in objectives/skills covered across that specific unit. This information is then submitted to the Subject Leader. Children requiring support are identified to allow the Subject Leader to follow up in monitoring. 
Any summative assessments must be followed by an analysis of the results.  The assessment should inform next steps in teaching and identify any gaps which should be addressed through keep-up, catch-up sessions.




Marking and Feedback

Skills grids are used in every lesson, identifying the New Village objective based on the knowledge to be taught/gained and the National Curriculum WALT based on the art skill that it to be taught.

Feedback will focus on the skills being taught and suggestions/guidance made where appropriate. Discussions will the children will take place during the lesson. If verbal feedback is given during the lesson, the initials VF will be noted in the child’s book.

	In the art classroom we learn throughout our lessons to take into consideration the views and opinions of others. We take turns and instructions from others.


	In our art lessons we learn and understand the importance of following the safety rules when working artistically. Art lessons help children to understand the consequences of their actions, which in turn helps them to apply this understanding to their own lives.
	When learning and investigating during art lessons we work as a team, supporting each other and sharing ideas and opinions. We discuss our methods and respect each other’s work – through this we offer support and advice to others.

Cultural Capital
Creativity and arts engagement have a positive impact, not only on employability, but life skills, and health and wellbeing. It is important that cultural education is a prominent and valued part of our school curriculum as we aim to address issues associated with poverty and social inequality. We look for opportunities to engage parents and families in school life through events such as: school performances, exhibitions and creative experiences. A high quality cultural education can contribute significantly to the holistic development of pupils. It is through the creativity of the arts that supports pupils to understand and articulate themselves. The arts teach sensitivity and participation in a dialogue about values.  Moral issues are often discussed and addressed in the works of several artists, this allows pupils the chance to consider a range of perspectives, cultures and points of view. Arts and culture are renowned for bringing people together, there are opportunities to celebrate diversity and enable pupils to express themselves and share with their peers and adults. Art experiences have enhanced their learning, their pleasure and their understanding of each other. 

Cultural education contributes to providing pupils with the cultural capital they need to succeed in life. As a school, we can nurture our surrounding community through involvement in activities to promote the culture education while providing the curiosity and confidence to make connections from school to the wider world.
Social and cultural capital, examines how cross-curricular cultural learning and subject expertise have been used by school to develop learner confidence. Through engaging with The Arts in Doncaster we have begun a journey into establishing and strengthening our cultural education here at BNVP.
