Modern Foreign Languages – Spanish – Policy

The purpose and aims of the policy:

Learning a foreign language is part of the primary National Curriculum and is a requirement for all children within Key Stage 2 (KS2). Bentley New Village has adopted a whole school approach to the teaching of Spanish to all KS2 pupils. 

This policy will provide clear guidance to members of staff throughout school in order to ensure a consistent approach to Spanish from Year 3, through to Year 6.

Our aim is to develop the confidence and competence of each child in the foreign language they are learning. Our goal is for them to be passionate, curious and confident about their own foreign language learning abilities when they finish the primary school phase of their education. 

We will help them develop and demonstrate substantial progress in the 5 key language skills necessary for learning Spanish:

· Speaking

· Listening

· Reading

· Writing

· Grammar

We aim to ensure that pupils of all abilities develop solid foundations in these key language learning skills - properly preparing them for the next stage of their language learning journey. These skills will develop children’s ability to understand what they hear and read and enable them to express themselves in speech and writing. We will extend their knowledge of how language works and explore the similarities and differences between the foreign language they are learning and English. We will also help strengthen their sense of identity through learning about culture in other countries and comparing it with their own.

	At Bentley New Village, all KS2 pupils will be able to;

· understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources
· speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation
· write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt
· discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied.

The curriculum provides an appropriate balance of spoken and written language and lays the foundations for further foreign language teaching at key stage 3. It enables pupils to understand and communicate ideas, facts and feelings in speech and writing, partake in group discussion/activities and focus on familiar and routine matters, using their knowledge of phonology, grammatical structures and vocabulary.

Pupils will be taught to:

· listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding

· explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words

· engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help

· speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures

· develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases

· present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences

· read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing

· appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language

· broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary

· write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly

· describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing

· understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including: feminine, masculine forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.
	Teachers will follow the Language Angels Spanish Scheme of Work which will support them to deliver high quality Modern Foreign Languages, teaching with accurate pronunciation of Spanish vocabulary and syntax.  

Teachers will plan culture days to enhance the children’s learning, interests and experiences of Spanish and to further appreciate the similarities and differences between Spanish culture and our own.  


	Our MFL is high quality, resourced and is planned to demonstrate progression. If children are keeping up with the curriculum, they are deemed to be good linguists. 

In addition, we measure the impact of our curriculum through the following methods: 

▪ A reflection on standards achieved against the planned outcomes; 

▪ A celebration of work through monitoring of work samples

▪ Tracking of knowledge in pre and post learning quizzes & assessment; 

▪ Pupil discussions about their learning;




RESPONSIBILITIES

SLT will 
· provide support, where appropriate, to ensure that the teaching of Spanish is to a good standard throughout school. 
· support the subject lead and teachers by enabling opportunities for both internal and external CPD.
Subject leader will 
· monitor the effectiveness of the language teaching provided throughout the school, through termly observations/drop-ins with feedback given to teachers delivering foreign language lessons where appropriate. 
· offer continuous support to staff teaching Spanish, in regards to teaching and assessment.

Teachers will 
· plan and deliver high-quality Spanish lessons to children in KS2, using the Language Angels scheme. 
· use formative and summative assessment effectively to ensure that misconceptions can be addressed, and that challenge is provided for those children exceeding expectations.
Support staff will 
· support in Spanish sessions to identify children who may be struggling in the session, and provide support to them. This support may also extend beyond the time of the lesson. 
· be aware of the success criteria of the lesson, 
· be aware of the vocabulary which children will be learning.
Pupils will 
· engage in Spanish sessions and appropriate interventions/challenge. 
· develop their speaking, listening, reading and writing skills during Spanish sessions, and make cross-curricular links where possible. 
· have the opportunity to access the Spanish scheme and practice their skills outside of Spanish lessons, through the Language Angels app.
Parents will 
· engage with the Spanish curriculum by encouraging children to practice the vocabulary which they have learnt in lessons, outside of school.
PEDAGOGY

Our whole school approach to language teaching and learning is in line with the recommendations of the National Curriculum and the requirements outlined in the Department for Education Languages Programme of Study for Key Stage 2. 

The National Curriculum for languages aims to ensure that all pupils: 

· Understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources 

· Speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation 

· Can write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt 

· Discover and develop an appreciation of a range of authentic writing in the language studied.

By the end of key stage 2, pupils should be able to:

1. Listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding. 

2. Explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words. 

3. Engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help. 

4. Speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures. 

5. Develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases. 

6. Present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences. 

7. Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing. 

8. Appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language. 

9. Broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary.

10. Write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly. 

11. Describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing. 

12. Understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.   

In Spanish, the following approaches will be used, and be evident in pupil discussion, observations and in the Spanish written work recorded, in order to ensure that the learning opportunities and skill development are as effective as possible and that pupils progress throughout the year and across year groups during their Spanish experience in school:

Establish the learning that is about to take place within the chronology of pupil’s Spanish learning and skill development to date. Starting with what the children know, understand, are able to do and able to say.

PLANNING AND ADAPTED TEACHING – KS2
Spanish is taught in a whole-class setting by the class teacher and is therefore not reliant on one key member of staff. Class teachers are responsible for the content of the sessions although they may be delivered by a different teacher or HLTA. Should a teacher not teach a Spanish lesson (perhaps due to ECT time, professional development opportunities etc.), the class teacher remains responsible for the effective delivery of the learning outcomes and must ensure sufficient time for the person covering to become familiar with the planning and expectations for the lesson. 

Similarly, the class teacher is responsible for ensuring that those pupils who display a particular gift for Spanish are appropriately challenged and supported to maximise their progress. This will include the provision of different, more appropriate work rather than ‘differentiation by exhaustion’ whereby pupils are simply expected to do more of the same.

Teachers plan their lessons using the Language Angels scheme of work and can supplement this with their own ideas and experience and those of their colleagues. The lessons are designed to motivate, captivate and interest children from the first moment. They have clear, achievable objectives and incorporate different learning styles. SEN children have access to the curriculum through variation of task, grouping or support from an adult.

Each class has a timetabled lesson of at least thirty minutes per week. Spanish can also be revisited in short sessions throughout the week to consolidate knowledge and ensure new language is retained. 

Spanish lessons include:

· PowerPoints and interactive whiteboard materials

· Interactive games (which pupils can access from home to consolidate their learning)

· Songs & raps 

· Differentiated desk-based consolidation activities 

· Worksheets are provided throughout each teaching unit and can be used in class or can be sent home to be completed as a homework exercise

Each lesson will focus on a combination of the 5 key language learning skills (speaking, listening, reading, writing and grammar).

* Core Vocabulary lessons cover; Classroom Commands; Colours; Days Of The Week; Maths Calculations; Months Of The Year; Numbers 1 – 100; Maths Calculations.

The large majority of pupil’s progress through the curriculum content at the same pace. Adapted teaching is achieved through individual support and scaffolding. The questioning and scaffolding individual pupils receive in class will differ according to their needs.

Formative assessment should be used through the lesson to identify children who need support or challenge.  Challenge can be achieved through asking the pupil to explain their understanding of the conversation / new language taught, to compare English and Spanish language in reference to the taught grammar, to share their learning / pronunciation with their peers. It is important that pupils’ difficulties and misconceptions are identified and addressed with rapid intervention – commonly through individual or small group support, to avoid them ‘festering’.

VOCABULARY AND ORACY

Good spoken language skills are important for all pupils to achieve their very best.  At Bentley New Village Primary School, we focus on the importance of language, understanding and spoken word to ensure that communication for our children is as easy, effective and enjoyable as possible.  Language development is a key focus for our children in ALL AREAS of the curriculum and the focus is to provide language to equip them for their future. The teaching of Spanish, therefore, builds upon the importance that we place on these skills. The learning of a second language engages our listening and speaking skills, develops a love of language within pupils and supports the social development of pupils in turn taking and social cues involved in good communication. 
INCLUSION

Within most class groupings, there may be children who are working significantly above or below the level of their peers.  The learning will be adapted to ensure that all learners are successful and achieve within the lesson; that provision considers children with social and emotional needs who may find the nature of learning and speaking a second language – speaking & listening, turn taking, understanding social cues, partner work - challenging.   
LEARNING ENVIRONMENT

Displays of the topics being taught in Spanish will feature on a general school board.

ASSESSMENT 
	Formative Assessment (AfL) - (monitoring children’s learning)
	Summative Assessment – (evaluating children’s learning)

	Assessment is an integral and continuous part of the teaching and learning process at New Village and much of it is done informally as part of each teacher’s day-to-day work. 
Teachers integrate the use of formative assessment strategies such as: 
· effective questioning 
· clear learning objectives
· the use of success criteria
· effective feedback and response in their teaching 

· observing children participating in activities. 
Findings from these types of assessment are used to inform same day interventions, challenge and future planning.  Planning should be annotated and those who need more support, must be identified on plans through use of AfL This plan, assess, review cycle ensures that misconceptions are identified and steps are put in place to support these learners.  
From this information, staff plan the next steps to learning.  Staff must ensure children have a solid basis of that aspect of learning before moving onto new concepts.  Do not move on until most children do.  For those who do not have this solid basis, then interventions in small groups should be used to ensure they do.  For those who securely understand the concepts, ensure children can discuss and explain the skills taught.  
	More formal methods are used to determine the levels of achievement of children at various times during the school year.  Summative assessment is provided through the Language Angels scheme.


MARKING AND FEEDBACK

Pupils’ work will be marked in line with the Marking Policy and will model how corrections should be made, giving pupils a chance to learn from their misconceptions or incorrect methods.

· Marking should always be focused on the WALT 

· Children to self-assess their work when appropriate

· Peer assessment should be used where appropriate using the Marking Symbols

· Children should always be given chance to read and respond to comments made

· Wherever possible, the checking or marking of work will be done with the child who will be given the opportunity to ask questions and self-correct (purple pen.)
· Corrections requested should be followed up by pupils and then checked by staff
· All work to be marked/acknowledged by class teacher or teaching assistant in a timely manner (before next lesson)
If verbal feedback is given during the lesson, the initials VF will be noted in the child’s book.

BRITISH VALUES

The study of Spanish will give children opportunities to compare British democratic systems and laws with those that are found in Spain. This comparison will help to develop children’s understanding of law and democracy. Children will also explore individual liberty through study of texts, audio and video. Children will also have numerous opportunities to explore individual liberty as a concept that may apply in different ways in England and Spain.

PRESENTATION

Children will neatly present their work with handwriting which is consistent with the expectations set in different lessons. Teaching staff will address presentation that does not meet expectations with the individual pupil.
