MUSIC POLICY

The purpose and aims of the policy to provide guidance for a consistent approach to music.

Aims:

In line with the National Curriculum, we aim to ensure that all pupils:

· Perform, listen to, review, and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles, and traditions.

· Learn to sing and use their voices to create and compose music.

· Have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument.

· Understand and explore how music is created, produced, and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, and structure.

At Bentley New Village school. we believe that music is a vital part of every child’s education. Music fosters creativity, confidence, self-expression, and collaboration. This policy outlines how music is taught and experienced across the school, in alignment with the National Curriculum for Music (England), and reflects the unique musical experiences we offer through Music Monday sessions, biannual music days, and instrumental tuition.

Responsibilities
Senior leadership team will;

· Monitor medium term and long-term planning to ensure curriculum coverage is achieved across all key stages.

· Carryout drop -ins to ensure that music is been taught half termly and is being taught to a standard of good or better.

· Monitor the progress of children through evidence file scrutiny and assessment data.

· Report to the SLT and discuss next steps for school.
· Review the policy at least yearly.

Teachers will:
· Give children the opportunity to experience good quality music teaching lessons 

· Formatively assess within music lessons and change lessons and planning accordingly

· Make all documentation associated with music available to support staff, allowing them to be confident in delivering high quality teaching to children.

· Ensure basic skills are transferred from writing and maths sessions into music sessions.

· Be responsible for their own professional reading, research and development.

· Provide identified data and evidence for monitoring when requested by music coordinator, inclusion manger and SLT.

Support staff will;

· Feedback to the teacher regarding assessment within a session.
· Ensure that children are transferring basic skills learnt in maths and English lessons into their music lessons.

· Attend any necessary training provided by the school.

· Be responsible for identifying their own professional development needs, reading and research.

Pupils will;
· Show determination, resilence, curiosity, creativity, tolerance and cooperation in their approach to music learning.

· Have high expectation of themselves by presenting their work to a high standard.

Parents will:
· Give children opportunities to complete any work set by teachers at home.

· support their children and encourage their successes.
PEDAGOGY

In music, like all other subjects, we recognise the importance of the methods and practice of teaching (the pedagogy) we choose to use in enabling pupils to know more, understand more and remember more.  In music, the following approaches will be used, and be evident in pupil discussion, observations and work in books, in order to ensure that the learning opportunities and skill development are as effective as possible and that pupils progress throughout the year and across year groups during their music experiences in school.

Curriculum Delivery

1. Music Mondays - A weekly session for all year groups that introduces children to a broad and diverse range of musical genres.
Structure:
· Each week focuses on a different genre (e.g. jazz, classical, reggae, folk, pop, world music).

· Pupils listen to a selected piece/pieces and engage in guided discussion.

· Discussions include:

· Identifying instruments used.

· Responding emotionally to the music.

· Recognising key musical features.

· Expressing likes and dislikes respectfully.

· Linking to cultural or historical context where appropriate.

Purpose:
· To develop active listening skills.

· To widen musical exposure.

· To build musical vocabulary and confidence in expressing opinions about music.

2. Biannual Music Days - Two dedicated days each academic year where music takes centre stage through themed activities and performances.
Activities may include:
· Whole-school singing assemblies.

· Songwriting sessions.

· Cross-curricular music links (e.g., music and art, music and history).

· Opportunities to perform solo or in groups.

Purpose:
· To celebrate music across the school.

· To engage pupils in creative and collaborative music-making.

· To provide performance opportunities and develop confidence.

3. Instrumental Tuition - ew provide age-appropriate instrumental tuition to ensure all children experience learning an instrument as part of their musical development.

· Year 2: Recorders
· Pupils learn basic technique, note reading, and ensemble playing.

· Focus on listening, pitch recognition, and coordination.

· Year 4: Guitars
· Introduction to basic chords, strumming patterns, and performance skills.

· Encourages discipline, perseverance, and musical appreciation.

Where possible, peripatetic music teachers may be invited to support or extend this provision.

Adaptive teaching

The large majority of pupils progress through the curriculum content at the same pace. Adaptive is achieved by emphasising deep knowledge and through individual support and intervention. The questioning and scaffolding individual pupils receive in class, as they work through problems, will differ and pupils who grasp concepts rapidly are challenged through more demanding problems which deepen their knowledge further.

Formative assessment should be used through the lesson to identify children who need support or challenge.  Challenge can be achieved through more demanding problems which deepen their knowledge of the same content. Pupils’ difficulties and misconceptions are identified and addressed with rapid intervention – commonly through individual or small group support later the same day: there are very few “closing the gap” strategies, because there are very few gaps to close.

Vocabulary And Oracy
Good spoken language skills are important for all pupils to achieve their very best.  At Bentley New Village Primary School, we focus on the importance of language, understanding and spoken word to ensure that communication for our children is as easy, effective and enjoyable as possible.  All children will be provided with opportunities to learn new words, to understand their meanings and use them in context through written and spoken activities.  Language development is a key focus for our children in ALL AREAS of the curriculum and the focus is to provide language to equip them for their future.

Inclusion
Within most class groupings, there may be children who are working significantly above or below the level of their peers.  The learning objective must be differentiated to take into account their bespoke BNVP APP targets ensuring challenge so that individual progress is made.   Reasonable adjustments can be made to their tasks or level of support.  Advice can be sought from the school’s SENCO where applicable.
Children with SEN are be supported to access music through focused provision mapping and appropriate targets on Support Plans.
Early Years Foundation Stage (Eyfs)
Music teaching in EYFS begins with a focused adult-led session with direct teacher input and has high language expectations. The teacher and TA model the Talk Task for pupils. Adults then plan the indoor / outdoor continuous provision to enable pupils to explore the key learning from the unit through child-initiated play throughout the indoor and outdoor provision.
Learning Environment
Music is displayed in the music room on the progression board, also throughout EYFS.
Assessment

Music assessment is formative and ongoing. Teachers observe participation, listening skills, use of musical vocabulary, and practical application during sessions. Children are encouraged to self-reflect and peer assess where appropriate.

Key assessment opportunities:

· Participation in Music Mondays.

· Recorder and guitar performance.

· Contributions during music days.

· Informal classroom performances or sharing sessions.

Marking And Feedback
Pupils’ work will be marked in line with the Marking Policy and will model how corrections should be made, giving pupils a chance to learn from their misconceptions or incorrect methods.

· Marking should always be focused on the Learning Objective 

· Children to self-assess their work when appropriate

· Peer assessment should be used where appropriate using the Marking Symbols

· Children should always be given chance to read and respond to comments made

· Wherever possible, the checking or marking of work will be done with the child who will be given the opportunity to ask questions and self-correct (purple pen.)
· Corrections requested should be followed up by pupils and then checked by staff
· All work to be marked/acknowledged by class teacher or teaching assistant in a timely manner (before next lesson)
· Number formations issues ALWAYS to be picked up in marking and feedback for corrections.
· If verbal feedback is given during the lesson, the initials VF will be noted in the child’s book.

	Lessons provide opportunities for pupils to express themselves freely, forming opinions about music they will listen to, in composition and performing tasks. Within lessons students have the opportunity to express their opinions and these are respected by others. There may be votes to verify which piece of music they wish to listen to, or which song pupils wish to perform in lessons, assemblies or concerts
	Teachers will focus on rewards to reinforce high expectations of behaviour and approach to study. Children will look at peaceful, lawful protest through the study of Industrial Folksong and Protest songs, and reflect on the reasons for relevant and topical issues. Pupils are taught how to be an appreciative and supportive audience who listen attentively whilst others perform. We will think about responsibilities of adults and children
	Individuals are encouraged to make sensible and informed choices in lessons and to take ownership and leadership for this. This is demonstrated through ensuring the working environment is safe. They are encouraged to respect everyone’s abilities and performances during lessons and give feedback sensitively. Children develop respect and greater understanding of differences. In music, our pupils listen to and learn about the music of other faiths and cultures and how music is used in different cultures and faiths. They are able to compare similarities and differences between music in a variety of times and cultures and to reflect on and celebrate differences between themselves and others. Children are taught to understand and respect other cultures and beliefs. Opportunities are given in our music lessons for children to show how music can bring people together and enable them to share experiences.
	Within our lessons students are taught about self-discipline and that to be successful you must work hard, show resilience and have a growth mind-set that anything can be achieved if you put your mind to it. Lessons provide opportunities for pupils to express themselves freely in composition and performing tasks

	Spiritual Music Education promotes deep, meaningful connections between teachers, students, and their music making. A spiritual approach focuses on every aspect of the student's human dimension-physical, emotional and cognitive-respecting and supporting each dimension equally.

Safeguarding

Great importance is placed on identifying opportunities in the taught curriculum for children to learn about safeguarding.  We are sensitive in our teaching and recognise that some more sensitive subjects need to be taught at an age-appropriate level, or at a small group or 1:1 level where a more urgent need arises.
Cultural Capital
Enrichment is an essential part of the Music curriculum which provides pupils opportunities to deepen their learning, allowing them to explore new experiences and continuing their enquiry skills. We aim to create an inclusive environment for all our pupils in our community including those with SEN and different cultures e.g GTR and EAL in providing provision of experience for equality and Diversity.
